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The purpose of the day was to introduce Times Table Rockstars, an online programme for the children to learn and practise their multiplication tables. Homework
As you are aware, this year we have changed our homework policy.  This means that your child will not be bringing maths sheets home to complete. Instead, we want them to spend 10 to 15 minutes, 3 times a week on the Times Table Rockstars site.  The programme automatically assesses and set the appropriate table for each child to practise.  As they complete the different stages, the child’s rock status changes. In school we will be awarding certificates each week to the children in each class who have earned the most coins and these will be presented in celebration assembly.
