Bridging tens maths games: 

1. Make 10 First (Dice Game)
You need: 1 die, paper.
How to play: 
· Parent says a number under 10 (e.g. 7).
· Child rolls the die (e.g. rolls 6).
· Child must say:
“7 needs 3 to make 10, so 7 + 6 = 10 + 3 = 13.”

2. Lego Bridge to 10
You need: Lego or small objects.
· Build a tower of 8.
· Ask: “How many to make 10?”
· Add the missing bricks (2).
· Then add the rest (e.g. 3 more to show 8 + 5).
Physically seeing:
8 + 5
= 8 + 2 + 3
= 10 + 3

3. Race to 20
You need:  a number line 0–20, counter each.
· Start on 0.
· Roll a die and move forward.
· When crossing 10, child must explain how they bridged.
Example:
“I was on 8 and rolled 5. I needed 2 to get to 10, then 3 more makes 13.”


Use these games for subtracting whilst bridging 10.
