5. Why is it so difficult to know what like was really like on the home front? 
Know what censorship and propaganda are.
Discuss how and why these were used during World War II. 

6. What was the turning point of World War II?
Identify the key events of the Battle of Britain. 
Know how the Battle of Britain changed the direction of World War II.

7. Why was the local area so important to the war effort?
Investigate how our own area helped the war effort by visiting Coleshill. How important was Coleshill and Swindon to the local area and help the war effort. 

 8 . What was VE day like?
Research the events of VE day using different sources. 
Discuss how VE day was celebrated across the country (and allies’ countries)

9.  How did World War II shape how we live today?
Identify some of the ways World War II changed Britain. 
Discuss how those changes can still be seen today. 

	1st September 1939 – Germany invades Poland.

3rd September 1939 – Prime minister Neville Chamberline declares was in Germany as do Canada, Australia, France and South Africa. 

17th September 1939 – Russia invades Poland. 

9th April 1940 – Germany invaded Denmark and Norway. 

10th May 1940 – Winston Churchill becomes Prime Minister.

12th May 1940 – Germany enters France.

14th May 1940 – The home guard is formed. 

27th May 1940 – 340,000 French and British troops are evacuated from Dunkirk.

10th June 1940 – Italy declares war on Britain and France. 

22nd June 1940 – France surrenders to Germany.

10th July 1940 – Battle of Britain begins.

7th September 1940 – London Blitz begins. 

27th September 1940 – Japan joins Germany and Italy. 

7th December 1941 – Japanese attack Pearl Harbour. 

8th December 1941 – USA declares war on Japan. 

20th April 1943- Jews massacred by the Germans at the Warsaw Ghetto.

16th December 1944 – The Battle of the Bulge.

7th May 1945 – Germany surrenders.

8th May 1945 – Britain celebrates VE day. 

2nd September 1945 – Japan surrenders. WWII is over.

	By the end of this unit, most children will be able to identify the main countries, world leaders and events of and leading up to World War II. They will understand and explain the importance of the evacuation scheme and show an understanding of how the evacuations affected different individuals. Through asking historically valid questions, children will understand the implementation of rationing and explain the purpose and effect of the Dig for Victory campaign. In analysing the impact of the war, most children will be able to describe the importance of the role of women. Most children will be able to identify the impacts on people and cities in the UK as a result of the Blitz and the Battle of Britain. Additionally, they will have knowledge of other major events in WW2 to build further chronology in their understanding.
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
