	1. What is the role of a monarch?
SET UP A CLASS TIMELINE TO REFERENCE THE CHRONOLOGY OF KINGS AND QUEENS FROM 1066.
Key knowledge: I can understand what a monarch is and the qualities needed to be a good monarch
To develop an awareness of the past, knowing where people and events studied fit within a chronological framework and identify similarities and differences between ways of life in different periods.
Pupils should be able to talk about who was important.
Pupils should be able to recognise why people did things, why events happened and what happened as a result. 
Key vocabulary: Monarch, King, Queen, Crown, Palace, Throne, Rule, Royal, Kingdom, Prince, Princess.

2. Who were significant British monarchs?
Key knowledge: I can find out about some important British monarchs since 1066.
To develop an awareness of the past, knowing where people and events studied fit within a chronological framework and a knowledge of the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements. Pupils should be able to talk about who was important.
Key vocabulary:
· William the Conqueror — became king in 1066 after the Battle of Hastings
· Richard III – 1452 – 1485 famous for being a cruel king 
· Henry VIII — famous for having six wives 
· Elizabeth I — a famous Tudor queen 
· Queen Victoria — ruled during the Victorian period 
· Elizabeth II — Britain’s longest-reigning queen 
· King Charles III – current king

3. How do you become a monarch?
Key knowledge: The history of a royal family and their own family history can be represented in a family tree. Titles are inherited and using a family tree is a good way to represent a royal family and your own family. Suggested monarch to focus on – Queen Victoria. 
To develop an awareness of the past, knowing where people and events studied fit within a chronological framework and a knowledge of the lives of significant individuals in the past who have contributed to national and international achievements. Pupils should be able to talk about who was important.
Key vocabulary: Family tree, parents, daughter, son, grandparents, heir, ancestor, generation.

4. What were the secrets of Richard III?
Key Knowledge: The life and death of Richard III and the ways in which historians know about it. He was a very cruel king, and many believe that he killed his nephews. He only reigned for 2 years before he was killed in a battle. His skeleton was found in 2012 in a car park.
Pupils should be able to talk about who was important. Pupils should be able to recognise why people did things, why events happened and what happened as a result. Significant historical events, people and places in their own locality. Events beyond living memory that are significant nationally. 
Key vocabulary: Battle of Bosworth, Tudor, reign, powerful


5. What happened at a medieval banquet?
Key Knowledge: Comparing banquets to events nowadays. Comparing the food they ate and the entertainment.
Pupils should be able to talk about who was important. Pupils should be able to recognise why people did things, why events happened and what happened as a result. Significant historical events, people and places in their own locality. Events beyond living memory that are significant nationally. Pupils should be able to understand some of the ways we found out about the past and making simple observations about people, events, beliefs and building.
Key vocabulary – Banquet, feast, medieval, castle, Great Hall, table, goblet, servant, cook, celebration, entertainment.

6. Who was Queen Elizabeth I?
Key knowledge:
  1533 — Elizabeth was born at Greenwich Palace 
  1536 — Elizabeth’s mother, Anne Boleyn, died 
  1547 — Elizabeth’s brother, Edward VI, became king 
  1558 — Elizabeth became Queen of England 
  1559 — Elizabeth had her coronation ceremony and was crowned queen 
  1588 — England defeated the Spanish Armada 
  1603 — Elizabeth I died after ruling for 45 years
Research what life was like during this time.
Pupils should be able to talk about who was important. Pupils should be able to recognise why people did things, why events happened and what happened as a result. 7. Who was Queen Victoria?
Key Knowledge:
· Queen Victoria was queen of Britain a long time ago. 
· She became queen in 1837 when she was only 18 years old. 
· Victoria ruled for a very long time — over 60 years. 
· The time she was queen is called the Victorian period. 
· Many changes happened during the Victorian period, including new trains and factories. 
· Queen Victoria married Prince Albert. 
· They had nine children. 
· Queen Victoria lived in Buckingham Palace. 
· She liked spending time with her family. 
· Queen Victoria died in 1901. 
· People remember her as one of Britain’s most famous queens
