2. Consolidate 4 figure grid reference and ask ‘What is the advantage of a 6 figure grid reference?’
Consolidate 4 figure grid reference using a local area. Extend to 6 figure using enlarged squares. Refer to the 8 points of a compass.
Use the eight points of a compass, four and six-figure grid references, symbols and key (including the use of Ordnance Survey maps)
Vocab: six figure grid reference, precise, coordinates

3. How can I use my map skills in the local area?
Consolidate skills from previous lesson. Set a challenge in the local area, e.g. a treasure hunt, orienteering activity, route following activity, create your own map.
Use the eight points of a compass, four and six-figure grid references, symbols and key (including the use of Ordnance Survey maps)
Vocab: fieldwork, landmark, route, compass

2 lesson s 4 and 5 How are mountains formed?
Introduce Earth’s different layers. Explain the ‘folding’ and tectonic plate movement. Use images to study different viewpoints of mountains. 
Describe and understand key aspects of physical geography including hills, mountains, coasts and rivers, water cycle.
Vocab: Tectonic plates, fold mountains, volcano, Earthquake, crust.

6. How do mountain environments vary around the world?
Discuss different climates in the different mountain ranges around the world. Sort photos by mountain environment. Research into the different tourist activities that occur on mountains.
