	In the topic children will learn all about rivers; their features; and their processes. They will then focus on the River Thames and the Danube, researching their key features and uses and then comparing these. The children will research how the use of rivers has changed over time.
	In year 3 children studied the River Nile during their Egyptians topic, considering the impact it had on the people around it and how it was used.
In year 4 children have focused on human and physical features of different countries and learnt about trade in the Amazon rainforest. 


	In year 6 children will go on a road trip across North America looking at rivers when they study the human features of the continent.

	What are the major cities and counties in the UK?
Locate major cities and counties on a map of the UK. Relate to our location.
Name and locate counties and cities of the United Kingdom.
Vocabulary: All counties and major cities including London, Birmingham, Manchester, Liverpool, Leeds, Sheffield, Bristol, Edinburgh, Glasgow, Cardiff, Swansea, Belfast, Derry.

What is the water cycle?
Describe the water cycle.
Know that the amount of water on Earth and in the atmosphere roughly stays the same. The water just moves from place to place and changes state. 
Describe and understand the water cycle
Vocab: Evaporation, condensation, precipitation, collection. Water vapour, droplets 

Where are the rivers in the UK? 
Name and locate major rivers on a map of the UK. Show location of rivers in relation to major cities and counties.
Focus in on the location of the River Thames as the nearest location to us.
Study the physical geography of the United Kingdom
Vocab: River Thames, River Trent, River Mersey, River Severn, River Tay, River Wye, River Bann

What are the different features of a river?
Know, name, describe and label main features of a river. (using The Thames as the example) 
Use maps to locate the main rivers in the UK.
Describe and understand key aspects of physical geography including coasts, rivers and the water cycle.
Vocab: Source, tributaries, mouth, estuary, coast

How does a river change shape? 
Understand different features of rivers as they meander.
Locate different shapes/features of rivers in the UK.
Describe and understand key aspects of physical geography including coasts, rivers and the water cycle.
Vocab: Erosion, deposition and transportation, meander, silt, mouth, current, bank, basin, bed

Investigate river processes through practical investigations and fieldwork.
Use fieldwork to observe, measure, record and present human and physical features in the local area using a range of methods (sketches, maps, plans and graphs.)

What are the human features and uses of the River Thames?
Understand how humans have adapted The River Thames including:
 - Bridges to transport humans and transport (E.g. Westminster bridge, Tower Bridge)
 - Port and docks for transport and trade (E.g. Port of London)
 - Buildings and landmarks built next to the river (E.g. Houses of Parliament, London Eye)
 - River transport for commuting and pleasure
 - Flood defences (E.g. Thames barrier)
 - Paths, parks and walkways to improve travel links and tourism
Describe and understand key aspects of human geography including the different land use, economic activities and trade links.
Vocab: transportation, port, docks, trade, commuting, flood defence

2 Lessons: What are the main features and uses of the River Danube? How does The Danube compare to The River Thames
Locate the River Danube on a map.
Know that it is the second largest river in Europe and passes through 10 countries.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Know that the Danube is a popular place for tourism and trade.
Research the physical features of the Danube.
Compare the human features of The Thames with The Danube
Describe and understand key aspects of human geography including the different land use, economic activities and trade links.
Understand geographical similarities and differences through the study of human and physical geography of a region of the United Kingdom and a region in a European country.
Vocab: River Danube, similarities and differences, land use, comparison

How are rivers used to trade goods and how has this changed overtime?
Know that rivers have been used to transport goods and people since the Stone Age. 
Explain why there has been a decrease in river trade over time.
Name and locate human and physical characteristics, key topographical features including coasts and rivers and land-use patterns; and understand how some of these aspects have changed over time.
Vocab: increase/decrease, land-use patterns, commercial

	By the end of this unit most children will be able to describe the features of a river and its processes including erosion, transportation and deposition. They will complete fieldwork using sketches, maps, graphs and plans. They will be able to name and locate the key rivers in the UK. The children will be able to locate and describe the features of the River Thames and describe its uses and then compare this to the River Danube. The children will be able to discuss the usage of rivers, focusing on trade and people, and how this has changed over time. 
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
