	KEY VOCABULARY

	Children will develop their locational knowledge by finding out about where the seven continents of the world are and how their proximity to the equator or the poles affects their climate. They will also name and locate the world’s five oceans. Children will be introduced to hot and cold areas of the world and learn how to navigate these on a world map and globe. The children will complete an  study of life in Shrivenham compared to Chembakolli  in India. The children will revisit historical skills by learning about explorers from the past.
	In year 1 the children investigated their locality, looking at Shrivenham and the school, using maps and aerial photos to locate and identify human and physical features. 
They have followed and drawn simple maps and plans linked to their locality and will have used directional and locational language to give simple instructions. They will have used simple keys and will be able to name and locate the four countries of the UK.
	In year 3 the children will develop their knowledge of the world and its countries by looking at Europe in more detail, naming and locating the countries and some of the capital cities. 
They will use their comparison skills when looking at the similarities between the UK and Italy.

2  Lessons - What are the seven continents and the five oceans on our planet? 
Use globes, atlases and world maps.
Identify the 7 continents and begin to know some countries in each of those continents.
Identify where the UK is and which continent it is in.
Locate the 5 oceans on a world map.
Name and locate the world’s seven continents and five oceans
Vocab – United Kingdom, Continents, Africa, South America, North America, Europe, Asia, Oceania, Antarctica. Pacfic Ocean, Arctic Ocean, Indian Ocean, Atlantic Ocean, Southern Ocean 

What is Shrivenham like as a village?
Name the country, continent and oceans that we live in (near). Locate Shrivenham on a map. 
Be able to name some of the physical features of Shrivenham: fields, woods, stream 
Be able to name some of the human features of Shrivenham: canal, church, golf course, railway, shops, offices
use aerial photographs and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic human and physical features..
Use basic geographical vocabulary to refer to: - Key physical features including forest, sea, ocean, river, stream, housing estate - key human features including, town, village, farm, house, office, shop
Vocab: Fields, woods, stream, shops, office, canal, church, golf course, railway. England, United Kingdom, Europe, English Channel, Irish Sea, Atlantic Ocean.


Are all continents and countries the same? 
Know that some places are hotter or colder than others depending on where they are in the world. 
Know that there is an imaginary line around the world called the equator which divides the north and south hemispheres. 
Know that places closer to the north or south pole are colder and places near the equator are hotter.
Consider how life is different in the 2 hemispheres.
Locate the hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the equator and North and South poles.
Vocab – Equator, North Pole, South Pole, north and south hemisphere.


2 Lessons - Where is India and what is it like?
Know where the country of India is including: the continent of Asia, the northern hemisphere, proximity to the equator and Europe.
Identify the following features of India including: the countries it borders, the seas and oceans nearby, the capital city, the mountains, famous landmarks, climate including monsoon, rivers
Locate the hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the equator and North and South poles.
Name and locate the world’s seven continents and five oceans
Beginning to - Understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the United Kingdom, and of a small area in a contrasting non-European country
Vocab: Asia, India, New Delhi, monsoon, Taj Mahal, Indian Ocean, Bay of Bengal, Arbian Sea, Himalayas, Ganges

What is Chembakolli like as a village? 
Locate Chembakolli on a map of India. Use compass points to explain its location in India.
Learn about life in Chembakolli including: Houses, schools, climate, food.
Identify the location of hot and cold areas of the world in relation to the Equator and the North and South Poles
Beginning to - understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the United Kingdom, and of a small area in a contrasting non-European country.
Use aerial photographs to recognise landmarks and basic human and physical features.
Vocab: Housing, climate, location, human and physical features.


2 Lessons - How do the features of Shrivenham compare to Chembakolli?
Be able to explain the key similarities and differences between Chembakolli and Shrivenham. Identify differences in daily routine, school and housing. Identify geographical differences including location, vegetation, climate.
Understand geographical similarities and differences through studying the human and physical geography of a small area of the United Kingdom, and of a small area in a contrasting non-European country.
Vocab: Similarities, differences, housing, climate, location, human and physical features.

	By the end of this unit most children will be able to name and locate the continents and oceans of the world. They will know that depending where countries are in the world affects how hot or cold they are. They will be able to say where the Equator is and that countries closer to the North and South Poles are colder and countries closer to the Equator are hotter. They will be able to describe some of the characteristics of Shrivenham and Chembakolli and compare these with each other, describing the similarities and differences. The children will be able to use world maps, atlases and globes to identify the continents and oceans as well as locate the countries studied in more depth.
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
