	In this topic children will start with understanding about seasons and weather. The children will begin to look at the 4 compass points and start using these to describe position. They will develop a geographical understanding of their school and wider Shrivenham through map work and fieldwork. 
The children will extend their skills and knowledge to the United Kingdom – identifying where the countries are located, their capital cities and some of the key physical and human geography of each country.
	In EYFS, the children talk about past and present events in their own lives and in the lives of family members.
	In Year 2 the children will need to name and locate the continents of the world, identifying hot and cold places in relation to the Equator. They will extend their knowledge of their local area by identify physical and human features of the Vale of the White Horse and Salento by carrying out in-depth studies.

	What are seasons?
 Be able to recognise the different seasons and the weather that links to them. 
Understand how we adapt to the different seasons with our clothes choice and our activities.
Identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the UK.
Vocab: Autumn, Winter, Spring, Summer, weather, seasons

What is the weather like in Shrivenham?
Understand the different weather types and which weathers link to which seasons.
Begin weather diary which will be completed weekly. 
Identify seasonal and daily weather patterns in the UK.
Vocab: Autumn, Winter, Spring, Summer, weather, rain, sun, snow, hail, fog, wind, bright, cloudy.


2 lessons - How can I give directions to people as a geographer? 
Know how to use locational and directional language as well as the compass points of North, East, South and West to describe where things are in the classroom and outside Can we direct each other?
Use simple compass directions (North, South, East and West), locational and directional language to describe the location of features
Vocab: North, South, East, West, compass, compass points, direction, left, right

What are maps and how can I use them?
Provide opportunity to look at different types of maps including – globes, world maps, street maps, aerial (bird’s eye map). Consider who would use these maps and why these maps are made. 
Show aerial pictures of famous landmarks.
Refer to a map of the local area and identify map symbols. 
Use our compass point skills to describe locations on the map.
Use simple compass directions (North, South, East and West), locational and directional language to describe the location of features.
Use simple fieldwork and observational skills to study the geography of their school and its grounds and the key human and physical features of its surrounding environment.
Use basic symbols in a key.
Vocab: Globe, atlas, map, aerial, features, road, village, shops, fields, school, sybols

What are human and physical features?
I can understand the difference between human and physical features and provide examples.
I can identify human and physical features in the school and Shrivenham.
Use simple fieldwork and observational skills to study the geography of their school and its grounds and the key human and physical features of its surrounding environment.
Use basic symbols in a key.
Vocab: human, physical, environment

2 lessons – What is the geography of our school?
Provide a simple map of the school and surrounding roads. What features can we add to it to provide more detail? Go on a walk around the school grounds to study different features including: Human features: fence, buildings, paths, roads, steps, gate, benches. Physical features: Trees, grass, soil, banks.
Take compasses.
Use simple compass directions (North, South, East and West), locational and directional language to describe the location of features.
Use simple fieldwork and observational skills to study the geography of their school and its grounds and the key human and physical features of its surrounding environment.
Vocab: route, plan, safety, fence, buildings, path, steps, tree, soil, grass, bank


What is an aerial (bird’s eye) plan?
Understand how the classroom could be represented as a birds-eye view plan. 
Be able to match an object to a birds-eye of the same object and draw something looking down on it.
Be able to use a plan of the classroom to locate and describe where things are or follow a route.
Use simple fieldwork and observational skills to study the geography of their classroom.
Describe the key features of their classroom.
Vocab: aerial, bird’s eye, plan, location

2 lessons What is the United Kingdom like?
Know the country that we live in is England and the capital city is London and where that is on a map compared to Shrivenham. 
Find the United Kingdom on a world map and on a globe and identify that the United Kingdom is an island and name the surrounding seas. 
Identify and name the other countries that make up the United Kingdom and their capital cities. Be able to name and identify some key characteristics of each country in the UK. 
Name, locate and identify characteristics of the four countries and capital cities of the UK and its surrounding seas.
Vocab: United Kingdom , England, Wales, Scotland, Ireland. English Channel, Irish Sea, Atlantic ocean.

	By the end of the unit most children will be able to recognise the different seasons and types of weather that link to these. They will be able to identify different ways of measuring and recording the weather and will be able to complete a weather diary. The children will be able to give simple directions using the points of the compass and give instructions using directional language. They will also be able to describe the geography of the school and the surrounding area and know the difference between human and physical features and be able to identify some of these during fieldwork as well as in photographs.  They will be able to use simple maps and aerial photographs to identify local landmarks and human/physical features and be able to draw their own simple maps and plans of their classroom and school grounds.  The children will also be able to locate on a world map and on a globe the United Kingdom and name the other countries and their capital cities which make up the United Kingdom as well as the seas that surround it.
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
